Dear, 


Greetings!  It’s amazing how another 4 years can fly past.  I can hardly believe that in just a few short months I’ll be facing the next major transition in my life.  Finishing up my senior year here at Cedarville has been filled with adventures.  I most recently just got back from the NAIA National Basketball Tournament where Kari and her team competed against the best in the nation.  I had the privilege of announcing the game over the radio – quite the adventure.  In a few days I’ll be headed to NYC on a class trip studying Biblical archaeology, and immediately following graduation I’ll be traveling to Egypt for a month’s course of hands on Biblical archaeology.  It seems like a never-ending absorption of life experiences.  


I would like to share one such “life experience” with you that I will be embarking on for three months after May’s graduation.  I have been selected by Pressing On Ministry’s Mission Board to serve as Senior Missionary Intern in Eleuthera for the summer of 2003.   Eleuthera is a small island in the Bahamas that has recently opened a Bible Training Center – the only one in the entire Caribbean.  The Training Center exists as a tool for growth and evangelism for the island.  There are churches on Eleuthera, however their teaching lack substance and most pastors have little training due to the great expense of studying in the US.  For my personal ministry I have a great chance to connect with the youth of the island.  Youth Ministry is a great need in Eleuthera.  Sadly there are few positive Christian role models for youth to look to, especially in the area of Christian men. 

As Senior Intern I will have responsibility over the other interns and 7 of the 8 mission teams that will be traveling to the island this summer.  I will also be in charge of running the Training Center when the staff is not present.  I will also be working as a liaison and supervisor for the current construction as it is being competed to finish the Center.  It is a great privilege to have been selected for this challenging leadership role.  

My reason for writing is to ask you for your prayer support.  I am leaving one environment of comfort and entering a position of unknowns.  I am grateful that God has allowed me the opportunity to serve Him in Eleuthera, and I would like you to be a part of that too.  The work of “missions” is not done by the missionary alone; those who enter the mission field need to be sent and supported by the body of believers back home.  So I would ask that you hold onto this letter and pray for me throughout the summer: that God would use my life to honor and serve Him.  

If this ministry sounds like something that you feel you would like to become part of you can also help by defraying my internship expenses.  Each intern has the responsibility to raise $1000 for the internship, and $700 for the plane fare.  Please do not give if you are feeling obligated.  Only give if you feel that God is leading you and if you desire to support me in this way and have the capability to.  In doing so you will be joining with the mission work in Eleuthera as a sender and a supporting member.
